The conscientious, enthusiastic and
enlightened citizens of B.J.B. Nagar in an auspicious

memorable moment took a pledge and solemnly decided to
establish an English Medium School with the whole hearted support and
cooperation of B.).B. Nagar Peoples' Association, which had started functioning
by then as a peoples' welfare organization with objectives to foster social, cultural,
academical, recreational and welfare activities for the all round development and
environmental improvement of the locality. Late learned Sudhansu Mohan
Patnaik, IAS, who was the Chief Secretary to Govt. then, not only facilitated
allotment of land for the Association but also sanctioned rupees ten thousand for
construction of building. Hon'ble Governor B. D. Jatti was pleased to release a
token donation of rupees five hundred from his discretionary fund for purchase of
Books, Musical Instruments etc.

The benignancy of the dignitaries encouraged the executive Committee of the
Association so much that they instantly took a decision to establish a school to
meet the academic requirement of the Children of BJB Nagar and nearby areas. But
the task ahead was indeed herculean. Acute resource crunch created
insurmountable stumbling block and the Association was constrained to
immediately backtrack. Entrustment of the management of the school to
Bhubaneswar Lions club also did not materialise. The Club, however preferred
active participation through substantial contribution and mobilisation of
donations which the members did in right earnest. The allout efforts made by the
President of the club Jagdish Bodhraj and Secretary N.R.C Panikar were indeed
commendable.

Undaunted as they were, the promoters of the School lost no time and consciously

decided to rename the school as Buxi Jagabandhu English Medium School. The
proposal moved by eminent Advocate Khirod Kumar Nayak was unanimously
accepted. The auspicious moment had arrived and the school started functioning at
once in the garage of Late Radha Mohan Mahanty OAS (1) Retd, resident of plot
A/18, BJB Nagar, who had enough flair for Social Service & educational activities.
The school was born with only four students on the roll. The teething troubles of this
nascent school are too well known to the city dwellers and need no reiteration.

The year was 1974. In the private garage of Late
Radhamohan Mohanty, over Plot No. A/18, B.).B. Nagar,
Bhubaneswar, an institution took its birth. As a seed
makes no noise when it bursts, the celebration was quiet
and without much ado. Late Radhamohan Mohanty the retired ADM, Govt. of
Odisha and Sri K.K. Nayak, an eminent advocate of that time, laid its foundation
with only 4 students and one Teacher-cum- Principal, Late Mrs. O. Littlewood.
This has grown today as a huge banyan tree carrying the name of BJEM School,
named after the martyr Buxi Jagabandhu. Over its meaningful and value based
existence of last 50 years, it has faced innumerable challenges but, never has
stopped moving ahead like a brook with the aim of meeting the ocean. Being
run in a make shift arrangement, in the initial years, finally it came to its own
land M-15, BJB Nagar, in the early part of eighties of the past century. The BJB
Nagar Peoples' Association and the Lions Club of Bhubaneswar extended their
moral and financial support to this institution in the initial years and then, the
B.).

DIGITIZATION OF SCHOOL LIBRARIES:
A PRACTICAL APPROACH

Introduction

Schools are the building blocks of the information society.
The school library is the back bone of the educational,
recreational and informational activities of the students.
Libraries in the schools, support the curricula and satisfy
information needs of young students both at primary and
secondary level. In the digital Society of today,
information is available in both traditional and digital
forms. Therefore, A child in a School Library System needs
to be well acquainted with library materials both in print and digital forms like
Key Books, Online Databases, Multimedia Contents, Educational Websites
and Digital Learning Platforms. In the present day society, children are born
into the technology environment with all types of electronic gadgets. By the
age of 5, achild is already able to operate phones, tablets, computers etc.. They
do not operate only but also understand how it functions. In such a backdrop,
library as a part of the Institution should be well equipped with the supporting
materials to provide facilities to study, consult and familiar with educational
materials like print and non-print materials that are available in digital form.
Thus arises the question of digitization of school libraries on priority basis.

Digitization

Digitization is a process of converting the non-digital form (printed documents,
manuscripts etc.) into digital form using different methods and techniques. In
other words, it is the conversion of any fixed or analogue media such as books,
journal articles, photos, printings etc. into electronic form through scanning,
samplingorin fact, even rekeying.

Digital Libraries

Digital libraries are organized collection of information resources and
associated tools for creating, archiving, sharing, searching and using
information that can be accessed electronically. They differ from traditional
libraries. They exist in the “cyber world” of computers and internet, rather than
in the brick and mortar world of physical buildings.

Characteristics of Digital Libraries

e A Digital Library promises equitable and timely access to vast amount of
diverse resources in a shared mode.

e Digital Libraries are not bound to physical space. Requirement of physical
space in digital environment reduces essentially for

i. housing servers for hosting digital contents,
ii. using PCS as clients for accessing digital contents,
iii. engaging staffs for maintaining digital libraries.
e Adigital library has unified organizational structure with consistent points for
accessing data.

e A digital library is not a single entity. It may also provide access to digital
materials and resources from outside of any one of the digital libraries.

e Digital libraries offer access to its contents to multiple users simultaneously.
These contents can be listed in multiple ways by different users at a time.

e Digital libraries have collections that

i. are large and persists over time, ii. are well organized and managed, iii.
contain many formats, iv. contain objects and not just their representations, v.
contain objects that are born digital.

e Digital libraries include all the processes and services offered by traditional
libraries though those processes will have to be revised and reoriented to
accommodate difference between digital and paper media.

Digitization in School Library

After having an overall knowledge on digitization, digital library and its
characteristics, let me try to say that digitization of school library is a new
upbringing for achieving any library's goal. It necessitates the implementation,
information and communication (ICT), innovation in capturing, storing ,
organizing and conservation of media resources in libraries. It is a procedure that
guarantees an excellent library and information service delivery. Library
digitization is a development by which information resources in library are
transformed from the print format to electronic formats. Digitizing the resources
of school library will however enhance access, visibility and effective utilization
of resources. It will also be a guide to parents who will use the opportunity to
help in providing training to their children at home on the use of library
resources. However, this will not be sufficient, if the librarians in school libraries




are not ICT compliant, competent and sufficiently exposed to the new trends in
technology to be able to keep and provide necessary services to the students
interested in digital library.

Planning for Digitization

Prior to proceed for digitization of school library, one has to take the following
steps:

o Assessthe need, objects and goal of digitization,

o Develop adigitization plan accordingly,

¢ Acquiredigital resources in conformity with the curriculum and users needs,
e Establish and build infrastructural facilities,

o Digitize existing materials,

o Implementadigital Library Management System (LMS),

o Provide staff training and capacity building,

o Provide user education and support to the library users,

o Promote awareness and usage,

o Evaluate through users feed back

o Collaborate and sharing best practices from other digital libraries,

o Allocate and provide adequate budget to acquire resources, software and
hardware

The digitization process in a library is an ongoing Endeavour. It requires
continuous evaluation, adaptation and evolution to meet the changing needs of
users and advancement in technology.

How to Digitalize School Libraries

There are several steps to be taken for digitizing a school library as follows:

o Transformation of physical books, resources and services into digital formats is
the first step of digitization.

o Creation of digital catalogue of all books and other resources available in the
library by adopting LMS or online tools designated for the purpose. There are
various Library Management System (LMS) like Koha, Evergreen or Alma.

¢ Barcoding and labeling of books is the next step to track and manage the books
during the digitization.

o Use of Optical Character Recognition (OCR) Software to scan printed books and
convert them into searchable and editable formats like PDF or DOC, digital
copies of books from publishers or online sources.

o Collaboration with other digital libraries is one of the important aspects of school
library digitization program.

o Some Organizations also offer educational resources, especially for school
libraries.

o Creation of a digital library website is very important step. It should be user
friendly. Online portal for the school library may be another alternate step in this
direction. This platform should have proper authentication and access control to
protect copyright materials and maintain privacy.

o Categorization of digital resources based on subjects, age groups to facilitate
easy searching and browsing.

o Provision of remote access to the digital library for the students, teachers and staff
must be ensured through secured login credentials. This may facilitate more
usage and learning beyond school hour.

o Promotion of digital literacy to educate students and staff to ensure the use of
digital library effectively and responsible. Search strategies, copyright and
citation guide lines are to be taught to the users.

¢ Monitoring usage and gathering of feedback for the library community should be
a regular feature for digital library to ensure whether the digital library once
created is successful or need further change.

Conclusion:

Most of the school libraries in our country, especially in Odisha have not been
digitized so far. Some Public Schools initiated digitization in their library. Since it is
a hard and laborious phenomenon, it needs full support of the Government and the
school administration. The School and Mass Education Department should adopt
digitization as a policy matter. Accordingly, adequate budget provision should be
made available to each school to initiate school library digitization, otherwise our
students in the school, may become misfit in this digital era ahead of us.

In order to know the actual
helm of affairs on the ground, | felt some interaction with the students and the
teachers in particular, is necessary. |, therefore, decided to make some surprise visits
to different classes. My first visit was to the class of Std-1X, Sec- C. | Went to the class
room just before start of a period and stood at the entrance. A Lady teacher was in the
class. | said, “Good Morning Madam, please permit me to speak to the students for
about 10 minutes”. She was stunned at my request and said “Good Morning Sir,
please come and led me to the teaching podium”. | told the students that we will
discuss on the spelling of some tricky words like Diarrhoea, Psychology, Bureaucrat,
Hygiene, and Dictionary. | asked one student to write these words in the blackboard.
Then | asked the students who would like to write the correct spellings may raise
their hands. Some 20 students raised their hands, called them one by one. 10
students could write the correct spellings of all the words. | said “Bravo, Congrats to
these students for such performance. | impressed on other students, “You are in the
learning stage, you can improve with a little effort by reading the grammar book and
also referring to the dictionary for that”. There was lot of fun in course of my
teaching. While returning from the above class, | heard some loud noise near
another Class of Std-IX. | stopped at the entrance of the Class Room. The teacher had
not come, hence the noise. | entered the class room and said “Silence please”, | am
your Chairman before you”. Every student presumably became alert and there was
pin-drop silence in the class.

The Class Teacher came five minutes late. | wished him and told that | have entered
the class without his permission. | may be excused. He was startled and shivering




with fear, apprehending disciplinary action against him for coming late to the
class. He replied, “Sorry Sir for not coming to the class in time. | may be excused.” |
patted at his back and said, you are excused. But you must be punctual in the
future”. | told the students that | shall speak on Wild Life today. All living things in
wild or forest are called Wild Life. It includes insects, animals and also the plant
community found in the forest. | believe you are now clear as to what Wild Life
means.

After about a fortnight, | visited a class of Std-VIII. A male teacher teaching Science
was in the Class. As usual, | sought for his permission and entered the class room. |
said, “My dear students, | shall speak to you on General Knowledge today. | wrote
the questions in the Blackboard — (1) Who was the first President & the Prime
Minister of India? (2) Who is the Chief Minister of Odisha and Tamil Nadu? (3) What
are the Capitals of Maharashtra and Karnatak? (4) Why Konark is famous? (5) How
many districts are there in Odisha?

Those who want to answer, please raise your hands. | shall call one by one to write
the answers in the blackboard. The answers in most of the cases were not correct. |
wrote the correct answers. | impressed on them “You can improve your General
Knowledge by reading the concerned books and Newspapers and also watching TV
for a few minutes every day. “Please promise, you will do that. They replied, “yes
Sir”. “Remember, | shall come again to assess the improvement.” The reply came,
“Sir, you are most welcome to our Class”.

The next visit was to a Class of Std-X the same day. | entered the class after seeking
permission of the teacher. All the students stood up and wished me, Good morning
Sir. I replied Good Morning, please sitdown. [ asked them, “Who am 1”2

They all replied — “You are our Chairman.” How did you know? They replied — “We
have seen you in some of our school functions.” | told the students that we would
discuss on some sporting activities. | shall ask some questions and you are to write
the answer in the blackboard.

But they had to remember that adequate general knowledge is necessary to
achieve success in various competitions to build their future career. | wished them
Good luck in the final examination and returned to my office.

Such surprise visits of mine did create a sensation amongst the teachers to be alert
and punctual and students to mind their studies. Visits to the classes of different

The
timing for students was from 4:30 p.m. to 6:30 p.m. and for members from staff and
management 6:30 p.m. to 8:30 p.m. Some 8 students came forward to play. Both
the PTls Sri S.N. Sahu and Sri J.J. Sahoo and Late D.K. Harichandan, Former Office
Supdt. from staff and Sri P.K. Jena, Manager and myself from Management were the
players. Since, | was very regular and punctual to reach the court at 6:30 p.m., all
players used to come in time. There was a lot of fun in course of play particularly
when both sides competed to win the game. The game of badminton used to give
me a refreshing mode after the busy schedule of work during the day to keep myself
physically fit. Opening of the Badminton Court in the School for promoting the
game amongst students was indeed a unique event to remember.

Sporting activities are vital aspects of education. Govt. of India want to provide
adequate allotment for the same. There are about 3300 students in the School. The
existing play-ground is too small to accommodate this huge strength of students.
Consequently, all the students do not get the opportunity to play or play the sports
of their interest. So a bigger ground is urgently necessary for development of
sporting activities. Management may kindly take this matter seriously and get some
land located in the vicinity of the school allotted by Govt.

School assembly tiffin break, annual sports of cultural program was a part of
the school activities. The school was not different from amodern day school now.

Needless to say that the school which is still the number one English medium school
of the society, is the untiring efforts of school teachers and staff of those past years.
